Bachelor’s Degrees

Option 1: Bachelor’s Programs (título propio) 
EU Business School’s Digital Campus offers three-year, six-semester bachelor’s programs (BBA/BA). On successful 
completion of one of these programs, students earn a university bachelor’s degree (título propio) awarded by 
Universidad Católica San Antonio de Murcia (UCAM), Spain, and a bachelor’s degree from EU Business School 
Switzerland which is internationally accredited by ACBSP, IACBE, IQA and certified by eduQua. 

Option 2: Bachelor’s (título propio) + BSc (Hons) in International Business Management 
On successful completion of a three-year, seven-semester program, students earn a university bachelor’s degree 
(título propio) awarded by Universidad Católica San Antonio de Murcia (UCAM), Spain, and a bachelor’s degree 
from EU Business School Switzerland which is internationally accredited by ACBSP, IACBE, IQA and certified by 
eduQua. In addition, they earn a state-recognized BSc (Hons) in International Business Management from 
London Metropolitan University in the U.K. 

Optionally, students may study an extra semester to earn a Diploma of Advanced Studies (DAS) (título propio) 
in their specialization. The DAS is a diploma awarded by Universidad Católica San Antonio de Murcia (UCAM) 
in Spain. 

Master’s Degrees

EU Business School’s Digital Campus offers one-year, three-term master’s programs. On successful completion of 
one of these programs, students earn a university master’s degree (título propio) awarded by Universidad Católica 
San Antonio de Murcia (UCAM), Spain, as well as a master’s degree from EU Business School Switzerland which 
is internationally accredited by ACBSP, IACBE, IQA and certified by eduQua.  

MBA Degrees

EU Business School’s Digital Campus offers one-year, three-term MBA programs. On successful completion of 
one of these programs, students earn a university MBA degree (título propio) awarded by Universidad Católica 
San Antonio de Murcia (UCAM), Spain, as well as an MBA degree from EU Business School Switzerland which  
is internationally accredited by ACBSP, IACBE, IQA and certified by eduQua.

Additional Qualifications 
While completing one of the MBA programs on EU Business School’s Digital Campus, students can also earn a state-
recognized MSc in International Business Management or a state-recognized MBA degree from London Metropolitan 
University in the U.K.
